Dear Member Associations, 
 
This is to officially announce on which criteria the seeding for the 2016 European 
U15 Championships (individual events) will be made. 
 
Badminton Europe’s Sport Department will internally put together an independent 
seeding panel who will decide on the seeding for the five individual events at the 
2016 European U15 Championships.  
 
The seeding panel will be asked to seed the players/pairs entered for the 2016 
European U15 Championships in Kazan, Russia taking the following into 
consideration: 
 

• Results from the Langenfeld Cup 2015 (U15 and U17) 
• Results from Swiss Junior Open 2015 (U15 and U17) 
• Results from Adria Youth International 2015 (U15 and U17) 
• Results from Danish Junior Cup 2015 (U15 and U17) 
• Results from Slovenia Youth International 2015 (U15) 
• Results from Slovak Youth International 2015 (U15 and U17) 
• Results from Carlton Youth International 2015 (U15 and U17) 
• National order of strength – as entered by the Member Associations 

 
The last tournament taken into consideration for the seeding will be the Carlton 
Youth International 2015, to be played on 28-29 December 2015 in Hoensbroeck, 
The Netherlands. 
 
The seeding for the 2016 European U15 Championships will be announced on 
Monday 25 January 2016, and the draw for the event will be conducted the day 
after, Tuesday 26 January 2016. 
 
We are looking forward to welcome all of our Member Associations to Russia.
